M. Kl ouser opened to the Board
stating both applications he's presenting tonight
do not require variance relief and the sane three
W tnesses will testify on both applications,
Prof essional Architect and Professional Planner,
Rob Larsen; Gregory Pl oussas, Design Engi neer and
Charles Aivo, Traffic Engineer.

He stated proposed is 36 units and 50
par ki ng spaces on the ground fl oor and 10 parKking
spaces for merchant parking. Robert Larsen,

Mat awan Road, Matawan, New Jersey 07747 is sworn
and qualified and testified there are no

vari ations requested or variances and descri bed
the project. Exhibits are marked A-1 through A-6.
He testified as to the proposed 36 units and 50
par ki ng spaces with 10 spaces for nmerchants and
descri bed the building froman architect's point
of view regardi ng the design and handi cap
accessibility, that the building will be
fire-sprinklered, and testified regardi ng the
common areas, and the trash enclosure will be
handl ed by private pick-up with nmanagenment's hel p.

He descri bed the el evation as bei ng cl ean
and attractive. He described the col or schene and
t he colums are positioned for parking that
results in a parking space eight foot four inches
wde. He testified as to access to the building
wWwth regard to safety vehicles, they do not need
to go underneath the building. Bicycle racks are

avai |l able with no gate proposed.

M. Fiorletti questioned wth regard to
Fire Departnent requirenents and M. Larsen
testified they will be conplied with. M.
Fiorletti questioned with regard to an all
electric building. M. Larsen testified the
buil ding is gas and el ectric.

M. Ricci requested additional detail on
the plans which M. Larsen agreed wll be
provided. M. Lee Klein questioned with regard to
t he mandoor and M. Larsen testified he doesn't

feel it is necessary but if required, it will be
provi ded.

M. Lospinoso questioned with regard to
SROW renoval but M. Ploussas will comment on
t hat.

G egory Pl oussas, Chester, Ploussas,

Li sowsky Partnership, LLC, Design Engineer, is
sworn and qualified. He testified the driveway
will be 24 foot and with regard to utilities, gas,
wat er, sanitary sewer and storm sewer, they wll
be tied into what is existing.

Wth regard to stormmat er nmanagenent, an
under ground detention basin is provided and that
utility openings on West Price Street wll be
bundled with regard to two buil di ngs regardi ng the
timng of sane.

M. Ploussas testified the surface of the

parking lot is concrete and will provide a
better-1ooking, nore durable surface. The snow
plowing will be done by the applicant and a
decorative sidewal k al ong west Price Stree will be

provi ded, and applicant agreed to work with the
Shade Tree Conm ssi on.

M. Fiorletti questioned with regard to
signs and M. Ploussas testified signs are
proposed in front of each parking space so there
is controlled parking. M. Klouser conmented the
paving wi Il be nmanaged so if one building is ahead
of the other, a C. O can be issued and a bond wl|l
be posted with the Gty of Liden with regard to
each project regarding the C O s.

M. Pantina requested nore detail on the
pavenment restoration. M. Ploussas testified it
woul d be beneficial to neet wwth the utility
conpanies Wth regard to |ocation and that costs
wll be prepared with regard to paving regarding a
reasonabl e cost-sharing arrangenent. M. Ploussas
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testified cable and tel ephone i s underground and
electric is overhead as it is presently and
sanitary and water are underground.

Shan Fanchi ang of Pennoni stated the
t he applicant addressed nost of the comments.

Ms. Vivani Costa, 26 West Price Street,
questioned with regard to the lighting and
suggested having notion lighting for safety. M.
Larsen testified there would be lighting at the
front door but no new street lighting is proposed.
M. Kl ouser stated, together with M. Pantina and
M. Ricci, the lighting will be addressed. M.

Ri nal do stated that can be nade a condition of
granting the application, that the applicant neet
wth Linden's professionals and M. KIouser

agr eed.

Charles divo, Stonefield Engineering and
Desi gn, 584 Broadway, Suite 310, New York, New
York 10012 was sworn and testified as a traffic
engi neer that he conducted a traffic assessnent
wth regard to both projects and spoke with regard
to 33-37 West Price Street and descri bed the
novenent of West Price Street in a one-way
direction, that all the goals of the transit
vill age are going to be achi eved and that the
applicant wants benefits and i nprovenents wth
regard to parking for the comunity. He testified
the driveway will provide ingress and egress, a
two-way driveway to provide access to the 50
parking stalls as well as the bike racks. He
testified with regard to sight triangles existing,
t hat the garage can be traversed with safety and
signage striping directing the notorist to the
right-in and right-out nature of the driveway, and
Wil comply with comments of M. Klein and M.
Pantina. M. divo testified as to peak hour
traffic |l evels during the norning and eveni ng are
wel | bel ow the standard that would trigger a
significant increase in traffic and there is no
concern with regard to del ays.

Wth regard to traffic generation, given
the proximty to the train station and downt own,

t hat pedestrian traffic would be created. He
testified as to parking, that adding 10 stalls for
mer chants and nanagenent on the ground
accommodati ng people with no gate, and the site
manager will make a decision with regard to
security caneras, that the open garage set-up
woul d be wor k best.
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M. divo testified froma traffic and
par ki ng perspective, this is a very well
t hought - out devel opnent.

M. Klein questioned with regard to the
hours for the 10 parking spaces available to the
public and M. divo stated 9 to 6 Monday through
Friday and 10 to 5 Saturday.

Wth regard to | oading and nove-in with
regard to the second application, a | oading zone
area has been proposed for delivery vehicles and
that noving trucks or vans wll not be constantly
in the area. M. Klein commented on the need to
go to Mayor and Council to get the | oading zone
approved.

Counci | man Javi ck questioned with regard to
to visitor parking. M. Ploussas answered since
it is 36 one bedroomunits, there are not nany
visitors but there are 50 parking stalls and that
two to three stalls can be striped with visitor
par ki ng.

Ms. Costa is concerned about the parking
situation. Marian Piskal do, 101 Bl ancke Street,
i's concerned about the parking. The w tness
testified froma traffic and parki ng perspective
the situation is getting better with regard to the
redevel opnent of the sites.

Jeffrey Tandul, the Shade Tree
Conmi ssioner, is concerned with regard to the
traffic. M. divo stated they did | ook at the
signal to North Wod Avenue and that not everyone
| eaves for work in the norning at the sane tine,
that it is staggered and there would not be a
significant inpact with regard to del ays on the
intersection of North wood. M. Tandul suggested
| ooking at the timng of the |ight.

M. Pantina stated they have been working
wth the Linden Police Departnent to change the
timng on the |ight.

At this time, M. Kl ouser gave his closing
remarks to the Board and asked for a favorable
out cone.

M. Rinaldo questioned M. divo whether
his testinony would be simlar with regard to
SP-1118 and M. divo testified it would be very
simlar, the only change being the unit count to
37 units and 49 stalls.

M. Cabezas nade a notion to approve
SP-1117, seconded by M. Fiorletti, all voted in
the affirmative. Application is approved.

Peter H Kl ouser, Esquire, from Heil brunn
Pape presents the application. Robert Larsen,

A l.A , Chester, Ploussas and Lisowsky Partnership
LLC, 95 Matawan Road, WMatawan, New Jersey resuned
and testified. A-1 is marked as G ound Fl oor

Plan. Exhibits A-2 through A-5 are marked. He
testified there are 34 one bedroom and 3, two
bedroom that nmerchants parking are set aside, tht
this application is very simlar to SP-1118, that
trash is carried in the back and handl ed by
managenent and private pick-up, that a balcony is
added for safe exit to the top floor and there are
no rooftop units. He described the | ook of the
building. (Refer to transcript.)

He made a simlar comment about the safety
vehicl es and the access to the main | obby with the
mai n el evator nearby, that a mandoor can be put
in, if required, that vehicles go underneath for
par ki ng but anbul ances and | arge gar bage trucks
are not expected to go under neat h.

He descri bed the building as attractive and
meets full handi cap accessibility and is a
fire-sprinklered buil ding.

M. R cci wanted clarification on the
coloring of the building and M. Larsen testified
it is quite beautiful wth m xed soft grays to
create texture. He said he will have the
manuf acturer send sanples and that he wants the
prof essionals to be confortable with the colors
and if it needs to be toned down, the applicant

wll work with the city.

M. R naldo stated that will be a condition
of approval wth regard to M. R cci and M.
Kl ouser. M. Klouser stated that problemcan be
resol ved.

G egory Ploussas, Chester Ploussas Lisowsky
Part ner shi p, 95 Matawan Road, Matawan, New Jersey
resuned and testified this application is
identical to the previous application, that the
utilities are existing and can be tied into, that
the site is 90 percent paved and some of the

pavenent wll be elimnated and that no stornmwater
managenent 1s required, that all the roof drains
wll be tied into the stormvater system and t hat

there is no problemwth the city engineer's
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report, it can be conplied with. The applicant
wll nmeet with the Shade Tree Commi ssion to
resol ve any i ssues.

M. Pantina nentioned the driveway shows 20
feet and M. Ploussas stated that is an error and

it will be revised to show 24 feet, and that the
par ki ng surface will be concrete and that all the
details will be put on the plan.

Ms. Costa questioned about the |ighting.
M. Klouser stated the townshi p's professionals
wll look into it and that the applicant has no
objection to that.

Charles Adivo, Stonefield Engi neering and
Desi gn, 584 Broadway, Suite 310, New York, New
York, resuned and testified the driveway wl | be
left-in and left-out with simlar traffic vol une,
mnimal traffic generation associated with the
site well under the threshhold of a hundred peak
hour trips and nore than adequate parking and no
significant inpact to traffic.

Upon notion by M. Fiorletti, seconded by
M. Cabezas to pass the application, by unani nous
vote, the application is approved wth conditions.

Upon notion of the Board nenbers, the
meeting is adjourned at 10 P. M
